Ever wondered what makes Rottnest Island tick? Join this guided bike
tour to explore the island’s essential services — including power, water,
waste management and emergency operations that supports both
residents and visitors.

Departing from the RVGA Information Booth and covers approximately
4.5 km to The Basin, Longreach Bay, and Geordie Bay, taking around
1.5 hours. Please bring your own bike and helmet.
